Discussion:

· Dr. Hanna started the discussion by getting some feedback from Prof. Mc Kevitt about the work. In response, he mentioned that he is satisfied with the result and adding that it is good and showing significant contribution.

· Dr. Hanna also asked Prof. Mc Kevitt whether to still consider the semantic analysis at this stage. Prof. Mc Kevitt said that the result may look better with the use of semantic interpretation.
